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· Use a good quality battery to prevent flashlight damage due to leaks and other self-destructive battery behaviors.
· Remove the batteries from the flashlight if not used for long periods of time or if the battery power has been depleted. This will help prevent battery leaks that may damage the light.
· Replace the O-Rings if they are damaged or if they show signs of wear due to extended use. Regularly add lubrication to the O-Rings to prevent erosion, this will help keep the flashlight properly sealed against water.
· Clean the electrical contacts periodically, especially if the light flickers or fails to work. A flickering or ‘dead’ light may be caused by the following reasons:

1. The battery needs to be replaced.
Solution: Replace battery, ensuring the anode side (+) faces to the head of the flashlight.
2. The threads, PCB board contact, or other contacts are dirty.
Solution: Carefully clean the threads and contact points with alcohol and a cotton swab.
3. The head, tube, or internal parts of the tailcap are loose.
Solution: Add some lubrication to the O-Rings and tightly screw in the head and tail parts.
If the above methods don’t solve your problem, please contact your local dealer.
